SEVEN SLEEPERS 'THE BLEND’ IS A FRUIT DRIVEN WINE DOMINATED
BY THE RICH, DARK FRUIT OF CABERNET SAUVIGNON ON THE NOSE.
LAYERS OF CHOCOLATE FROM SHIRAZ AND THE SWEETNESS OF
PETIT VERDOT ARE EVIDENT ON THE PALATE.

The Kurtz family are sixth generation Barossan's of German descent. The original
Kurtz Family Vineyard was planted in the 1930s, with vines still in use today. Later
plantings and acquisitions in the fifties and sixties, allow fifth generation vigneron,
Steve Kurtz, to draw on significant old-vine fruit to create a range of wines that are
fine examples of the traditional Barossa style - full flavoured reds that are rich on
the nose and palate.

Seven Sleepers, or Siebenschlaffer, is named after an old Barossa German farmers’
lore, being that the weather that occurs on 27 June is likely to be prevalent for the
next 7 weeks. The first wine destined for the Seven Sleepers range was a blend of 7

grape varieties from the 2004 vintage, thus cementing the name.

Good rainfall in Winter and Spring of 2021 saw excellent soil
moisture levels and ensured a good growing season leading
into Vintage 2022. Some inclement weather conditions
during the flowering period resulted in a variable fruit set
so cropping levels were naturally reduced. Good rainfall in
February resulted in an even ripening period, relatively
stress-free ripening and overall, a good growing season.
